The AMSRS Certificate in Market Research provides recognition to students who have 
successfully completed tertiary studies in fundamental areas of market research knowledge 
at one of twenty universities accredited by the Society. 

Any student who has successfully completed the required subjects at one of these 
universities is eligible to apply for the certificate.  The AMSRS Certificate in Market Research 
is gained as part of an existing degree program, and requires no additional subjects or 
courses to be studied.  Students hoping for a career in market research simply need to 
structure their degree to include the required subjects. 

The award demonstrates that you have studied the foundation knowledge areas required for 
a successful career in market research, and is recognised and increasingly requested by 
Australian market research employers.   

The AMSRS Certificate in Market Research provides: 

• recognition by employers of your tertiary studies in market research, 

• an edge over other graduates applying for employment in market research, 

• access to professional networks, news about job opportunities and other valuable 
industry information, and 

• a complimentary twelve month student membership of the Society providing access to 
professional networks, job opportunities and other valuable industry information.
